Staff will be 

responsible for contraceptive services, pregnancy testing and counseling, basic infertility 

services, preconception health services and sexually transmitted disease services. The program 

helps to reduce health risks, prevent unplanned pregnancies and promote healthy behaviors. 

“The clinic is already accepting appointments for services starting July 1, 2016.  We have been 

working diligently to prepare for this transition and look forward to providing services to our 

patients,” said Adult Health Clinic Manager Elisabeth Karamehmet.
